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“HOW CAN WE WELCOME REFUGEES AND ASYLUM SEEKERS?”

Dear Brothers and Sisters in
Jesus Christ,

This article is the continuation of my
previous one on the Church in the
modern World. In other words, how
the Church can be relevant today in
a globalised world. In this new
article, | am delighted to reflect on
“Migration in the Bible”. In other
words, how can we welcome
strangers as people of God. The
article will open our eyes and hearts
to understand that Migration is not
a new phenomenon in Human
history. 1 would like to open space
for reflection and meditation within
our community of Faith.

Migration in the Bible

People have always migrated from
one place to another for good and
bad reasons. Think of the wise men
coming from the east to see the
King of Kings as a baby in his
manger. On the other hand, think of
Cain, forced to move after killing his
brother, Abel. Throughout the Bible
we read stories of people on the
move. Abraham started a long
journey out of Ur; Moses led the
people of Israel out of Egypt; the
disciples scattered around the
Roman Empire; Paul took off on
various missionary journeys; and the
Bible ends with a book by John
while he was living in exile.

The story of God’s peopleis
definitely one of movement. And
perhaps the most famous refugee of
them all was Jesus. In what is
frequently a forgotten side note in
his story, Jesus and his family were
forced to flee to Egypt to avoid the
infant massacres of King Herod.
While some people will fully choose
to move to follow God, many others
move involuntarily as a result of
war, famine, or some other massive
or inescapable problem in their
home country. When reading the
Bible one comes across many
important themes. The Bible is the
story of the uprooted People of God
seeking safety, sanctuary and refuge
and the living God giving directions
for welcoming the stranger. From
Adam and Eve, to Noah, Abraham,
Moses to Jesus, Joseph and Mary,
all found themselves on the move,
migrating, looking for a better life.”
Migration is a central theme of the
Bible because it is so central to the
human experience. In fact | would
say that we humans are a migratory
species. Very few people live their
entire lives in one place. Many of us
move many times during our
lifetime. We move for positive
reasons, such as to go to school, or
to begin a new and better job. And
we move for negative reasons such
as to escape poverty or oppression.



The Bible says one who accepts a
stranger accepts the Lord: ‘l was a
stranger and you made me welcome’
(Mt. 25:35). | dare to say, migration is
a divine vocation; a vocation for re-
evangelization of the world.

The migration story is a key to Biblical
ancestry. The Lord said to Abraham:
‘Leave your country, your relatives,
and your father’s home, and go to a
land that | am going to show you. |
will give you many descendants, and
they will become a great nation. | will
bless you and make your name
famous, so that you will be a
blessing.” Genesis 12: 1-2

That was the starting point of the
migration of the ‘God chosen’ man; a
true vocation by the God Himself.
Abraham recognised this divine call
and migrated to Canaan; an alien
land.

Abraham’s second migration was
from Canaan to Egypt to survive
from the famine in Canaan.In
Genesis 15, God tells Abram his role in
this ‘migration story’. The Lord said
to him, ‘your descendants will be
strangers in a foreign they will be
slaves there and they will be treated
cruelly for four hundred vyears’
(Genesis15:13).

Migration of Jesus

Jesus was born in Bethlehem, to
which his parents travelled because
of the census and taxation. We know
that Jesus, Mary, and Joseph settled
for about two years in Bethlehem,

until after the Wise Men’s
appearance.

Once the three kings left, an angel
appeared to Joseph in a dream and
said, ‘Get up, take the child and his
mother, and flee to Egypt, and
remain there until | tell you; for
Herod is about to search for the
child, to destroy him. Then Joseph
got up, took the child and his mother
by night, and went to Egypt and
remained there until the death of
Herod. This was to fulfil what had
been spoken by the Lord through the
prophet, ‘Out of Egypt | have called
my son.” (Matthew 1:13-15)

So, Jesus, Mary, and Joseph became
‘asylum seekers’ in Egypt. Without
travel documents, they cross the
border, looking for safety and
sanctuary. Someone takes them in.
Someone welcomes them and

protects them.

What can we do as a church to
welcome Refugees and Asylum
Seekers?

We are experiencing migration never
before equalled in the history of the
world. The Church is facing a
challenge in the 21" century. As
members of the church, ministers of
the Gospel, we have to think about
these complex issues and develop
appropriate responses. The church
must see massive migration as an
avenue for evangelism, a chance.
When the Church neglects holistic
ministry and chooses to address only



the spiritual needs of the people, the
Church may be repeating the same
error that Israel committed. The
Churchis the body, the bride, and the
fullness of Christ (Ephesians 1:18-23;
4:7-13; 5:32), unlike Israel, who was
just a shadow of the coming king.
This means that whatever Israel was
called to do, we are called to do in
even greater fashion!

God has compassion for the poor,
the marginalized, and the
oppressed. He calls the Church to
reach out to such people with his
love.

All physical suffering is a product of
living in a sin-filled world. The
Church has an answer that the so-
called “secular” relief organizations
do not have. We know how to deal
with sin, and consequently, meet
the physical as well as the spiritual
needs of people. The Church should
preach the whole gospel to the
whole person. The Church has been

preaching salvation to save the
“soul” of the sinner. However, in
addition to “soul salvation,” the
Church needs to be involved in
teaching about economic
development and social justice to
both its members and the
community around. Jesus’ last
message to his disciples was a
migration/immigration message. It is
a statement that not only calls for
migration, but also insists on it.
Matthew 28:18-19 is the great
commission, in which Jesus says,
“All authority in heaven and on
earth has been given to me. Go
therefore and make disciples of all
nations, baptizing them in the name
of the Father and of the Son and of
the Holy Spirit, and teaching them
to obey everything that | have
commanded you. And remember |
am with you always, to the end of
the age.”

St Peter's School News!

It has been a busy half term for Year
6 and the school choir.

On the [3th June at 4.20pm, 100
years exactly from the Hooley Hill
explosion that took place in Ashton
and where 7 children from St Peter's
perished, the choir stood on Ashton
market ground and sang the original
seven songs that the school had
written ten years ago to
commemorate the 90th anniversary
in 2007. On the same market ground
where thousands stood at the
funerals of the people who had died a
hundred years ago. Tameside mayor
Joyce Bowman and Tameside
councillors were there to hear the

children sing so beautifully.

On 22nd of June the children again
sang the songs at St Peter's Church,
this was very poignant as above the
children a PowerPoint was played
showing images to reflect the words

of the songs. There was also a display
up in church explaining how the
Munitions explosion happened.
Money raised on the night (£195.10)
went to The Royal British Legion.

On Wednesday the |9th July and
Thursday the 20th July year 6
children performed Blast the musical,
the children had written more songs
telling the story from the point of
view of Katie Drayfus (Sylvan
Drayfus's daughter who was 4 when
he died). Some of the information for
this came from Katie herself when
she visited the school ten years ago.

On Thursday night the BBC filmed
the show for a TV programme that
they are doing about women in the
first World War. The children sang
with such emotion that it was very
difficult to not shed a tear. Well done
to St Peter's School for all the hard
work and research that you have put
in to keeping the memories of the
explosion alive and what a fitting
tribute for the people who suffered in
the explosion.

There is also a piece of year 6
children's art work in Ashton Library
to commemorate the 100th
anniversary of the explosion.

On the joys of exchanging parishes for the summer

My dear Nephew Darren

You will see that I write to you this
month from the Norfolk coast, where
I am spending August, on an annual
exchange of parishes with a clerical
colleague. You may have had two
weeks in July sunning yourself on an
exotic beach on a Pacific island, but I
am content with a bracing east wind,
punctuated by heavy showers.

Come the happy day when you are an
incumbent and have to arrange parish
exchanges as a way of getting a
holiday, let me give you some advice.
First, always exchange with someone
who is a worse preacher than you are
and whose sermons are at least twice
as long; you are then sure to be
welcomed back with open arms.
Secondly, since it is normally assumed
that you will take care of one
another's gardens during the month,
make sure that the incumbent you
exchange with has an insignificant
plot. My colleague should now be
largely occupied for most of the
month mowing several acres of lawn.
The only gardening I intend to do will
be in the last week, so I can return
with a car full of plums from his
trees.

An exchange also gives one an
opportunity to undertake helpful
improvements in another's home.

You may have returned from sunnier
climes relaxed and tanned, but I shall
arrive at September refreshed from
knowing I leave behind a trail of
devastation and chaos, which will
ensure that my host will also be
welcomed back by a relieved
congregation. Remember the golden
rule of parishioners: every new
incumbent is worse than his
predecessor.

John Bunyan - the man who wrote

Pilgrim’s Progress

After the Bible, John Bunyan’s
wonderful Christian allegory, the
Pilgrim’s Progress, is one of the most
celebrated and widely-read books in
the English language. It has been
translated into more than one
hundred languages around the world
and keeps its place as a Christian
classic.

Names of people and places from its
pages have been commonplace
wherever English is spoken. We need
only recall Mr Great-Heart, Mr Valiant-
for-Truth, Giant Despair, Madame
Bubble, the Slough of Despond,
Vanity Fair, the Delectable Mountains,
the Hill Difficulty and the Celestial
City.

Bunyan was born on 28 November
1628, at Elstow, near Bedford,
England, of a poor family. He had little
formal education and his father
taught him to be a metal worker. His
first wife died young. His second wife,
Elizabeth, helped him considerably
with his blossoming literary career.
His conversion was the result of
reading the Bible, and the witness of
local Christians. From that time the
Bible became the great inspiration of
his life. He wrote more than fifty
books on Christianity. A Baptist by
conviction, he had little time for the
Established Church.

Bunyan became
a popular preacher, but because of his
opposition to the Established Church
and because he did not have a Church
of England preaching licence, he was
imprisoned in 1661. It was in prison
that he wrote Pilgrim’s Progress. It
was not only Bunyan’s greatest book
but was destined to become one of
the most popular Christian books in
the world.

Pilgrim’s Progress is an allegory, using
the names of people and places from
the Bible to teach spiritual lessons.
The vivid and unforgettable imagery
in the Pilgrim’s Progress covers the
whole Christian gospel from sin and
condemnation all the way through
faith, repentance, grace, justification,
sanctification, and perseverance to
heaven itself.

Bunyan died on 31 August 1688. His
portrayal of the death of Mr Valiant
For Truth is Bunyan at his allegorical
best. This brave old soldier of Jesus
Christ had received his summons to
‘go home.’ Calling his friends together
he says, ‘My sword | give to him who
shall succeed me in my pilgrimage ...
My marks and scars | carry with me, to
be a witness for me, that | have
fought His battles, Who will now be
my rewarder.’ ... So he passed over,
and all the trumpets sounded for him
on the other side...
